The Nature of Men --

Relationships of Men -- 
· Men form relationships around activities; working together and playing together
· Men build trust based on the experience of activities, then they are willing to form intimate relationships, which can lead to in-depth communication with one another. 

How Men Learn --
· Men learn by doing; They are changed by their experience, not by what they are told
· They are typically kinesthetic learners
· Men relate well to the physical world
· Men love stories that have action, villains and heroes.
